One 454g (1lb) jar granulated                )    personalised labels on
Honey Cake (exhibits must be made from this recipe)

200g/7oz  Self Raising Flour  110g/4oz Butter or Margarine
2 Medium Eggs

175g/6oz Honey       
         175g/6oz Sultanas

110/4oz Glace Cherries (Halved)
Method: Preheat oven 160C.  Cream butter/marg with  honey.  Beat eggs well and add them alternately with sifted flour then fold in sultanas and cherries.  A little milk may be added if necessary.  Bake in a greased circular tin 7”/18cm in diameter for approximately 1 hour.  Timing is for conventional ovens and is a guide only as appliances vary.  To be displayed on a plate with doily covered with clear polythene/cling film.
6 Lemon and Honey Biscuits (exhibits must be made from this recipe)

2.1/2oz Margarine

4oz Plain Flour
     1oz Caster Sugar
1 Dessert Spoon Clear Honey

Pinch Salt

1 Teaspoon grated lemon rind


Method: Cream margarine, sugar and honey.  Add sifted flour, salt and lemon rind.  Mix thoroughly until a smooth paste is formed.  Turn onto a floured board and roll to approximately 1/8th   inch thickness.  Prick with a fork, cut into rounds and bake at (180oc or gas mark 4-5) on a baking sheet for approximately 15 minutes or until pale golden in colour.

RULES

1.Entries will be accepted up to 11 am on the day of the show, but it will save much confusion if you are able to complete the entry form and return it to MRS M HUTCHINGS before that date.  A stamped addressed envelope would be appreciated for return of labels, OR you can e-mail/telephone your entry and pick the labels up on the day.

Entry Fee  20p per entry.  (Gift Classes - no entry fee)

2.  Exhibitors may make more than one entry in a class but are not entitled to have more than one award in any one class.  Any registered member of East Dorset Beekeepers Association be they Associate Members, Full Members, Partner or Junior Member may enter the show with exhibits prepared by the individual.
3.  Extracted Honey must be exhibited in clear 454g (1lb) squat British Standard jars with standard lacquered metal or plastic lids
4.  Labels shall be fixed to jars and bottles, to leave between 10mm to 15mm (0.5") between the label and the base of the vessel.  In the commercial class please make sure that your labels conform to the new regulations - if you place your tamper-proof strip to the back of the jar and not under the label you have no need to re-label afterwards for sale.

Wax:
Labels to be placed on the upper surface of wax as displayed and, if in a case, a duplicate to be placed on the container (no exact position).

Frames:

Labels to be fixed at the top right hand corner of the flat vertical 



face of the case and the duplicate on the section or frame within. 

Cakes/Biscuits
To be made from the recipe in the schedule. Labels to be one on the upper surface of the polythene covering and one on the plate.

Candles:
Label to be fixed on the holder or on the candle itself.

5.  Frames and Sections to be protected, eg showcases or standard commercial section cases.

6.  Mead must be shown in clear white glass bottles of a round section (contents 26 fl. oz.).  Bottles must be corked with cork flanged stoppers with white plastic tops.  

7.  Gift Class honey is the property of the Association and will be part of the donation to Sturts Farm – should there be surplus then the Association will sell it for funds.

PLEASE READ THE ENTRY REQUIREMENTS CAREFULLY WHEN GETTING YOUR EXHIBITS READY FOR THE SHOW.  Make sure that all your jars are from the same manufacturer and are clean with matching lids. It is better not to change the lids once you have got it ready for show, as when you arrive to stage your honey it may get dust etc. – it also keeps in the aroma of the honey.
